Dantana was purchased by Deeplake Stud as a foal from Peter Ronzio and Kerry Mulgrew approximately five years ago.  She was 
shown by the stud to win her class as a yearling at the National Australian Pony Feature Show. 
 
She is a very pretty pony who has recently been sold to New Zealand after just two shows under saddle ridden and broken in by 
Briony Payne.  She was champion small saddle pony at her first agricultural show and went on to compete in one class at the 2008 
Barastoc Horse of The Year Show for Top 10 Newcomer Small Saddle Pony.  Due to EI she was shown very lightly.  She has been sold 
to a leading NZ Show home and we are sure to hear more performances from this gorgeous mare. 
 
Her dam Fairlight Acres Destiny is a small, black Welsh B mare.  Herself a former winner of her riding pony led class at Adelaide 
Royal, Melbourne Royal and a former Champion Ridden Small Pony at the Victorian APSB Stud Book Show.  She is currently owned 
by Deeplake Stud.  This former saddle champion had two progeny in the newcomer small saddle pony Top 10 Final at the 2008 
Barastoc Horse of The Year Show – Naruni Park Dantana and Naruni Park Addition.  Deeplake Stud currently have a weanling colt 
called Deeplake Rock ‘n’ Robin sired by their resident stallion Langtree Cavalier on the ground who is sure to be a future small 
saddle pony champion.  Dantana herself had a gorgeous colt foal sired by Langtree Cavalier who is owned by the Arnold-Shaw 
Family called Deeplake Peter Pan.  We look forward to his saddle career with excitement as he has an incredible elevated trot. 
 
Dantana’s sire Fairlight Acres Kidman is owned by Peter Collins of Fairlight acres Stud.  A full sister to Dantana called Naruni Park 
Velvet has recently been sold to Carolyn Bellman & Sheree Horsepole and another full sister is a former Royal Champion called 
Naruni Park Buttons & Bows. 
 
We wish Dantana’s new owners in New Zealand luck with this stunning pony.

Waveleigh Super Nova 
(aka Simon the Super Star) 

13hh Australian Pony – Registered APSB 

Simon first started ridden competition as a Show Pony – actually as a Show Hunter, as he is, we believe, the epitome of what a show 
hunter should be. In this field he has had multiple successes, having won the Show Hunter Championship at the APSB Stud Show, 
Runner Up Barastoc Show Hunter, Top 5 National Show Hunter of the Year in Sydney and finally Barastoc Working Hunter 
Champion. 

An extremely sensitive pony, there was a bit of a hiccup early in his career, however he formed an excellent relationship with young 
Lauren Mackellar, a very sensitive talented rider who restored his confidence and set him on the path to success.   Lauren was 
growing at a rate of knots and another talented young rider, Melissa Taafe, then took over the reins culminating in Runner Up 
Barastoc Show Hunter Pony. 

Fran Cleland had long been an admirer of Super Nova and a member of his Fan Club and was looking for a pony for her 
granddaughter Jessica. It was a natural progression for Simon to move on to other activities as by this stage showing was becoming 
a bit mundane for him. He had shown an aptitude to all things, including jumping, at an APSB Activity Day some time previously and 
had won the overall Versatile Pony Section, winning or placing in every section. Both Jessica and Amy, Fran’s older granddaughter, 
hit it off with Simon and the two girls had a fantastic time with him culminating in the Working Hunter win at Barastoc. They were 
also successful in Show Jumping and Horse Trials winning or placing on many occasions. 

However, both girls were growing very fast and the time came for Simon to come home again to Waveleigh. 

He had only been home a few weeks when friend, Sally Stelling, contacted me by email. I hadn’t seen Sally for many years as our 
lives had taken different directions and we had lost touch with each other. Of course the first thing that happened was a “catch up” 
lunch at which Sally, having been a very successful EFA competitor on the bigger horses, expressed an interest in Pony Dressage. 
Well, of course, I mentioned that I had just the pony in the paddock – and Simon was launched into yet another phase of his career. 
Whilst many have spent a great deal of time and effort in bringing Simon to where he is today, it has been Sally who has put the 
final touches to his education. 

He currently has 73 EFA points from the seven competitions in his first season, six of which were at Elementary level and one Novice 
level. Five of these have been Open EFA competitions - not Pony or YR. In August 2007 he was invited to be part of the Berwick 
Dressage Club team at the Victorian Teams competition at Werribee Park where he was the highest scorer of the Berwick team – a 
thrill indeed for “Team Simon”.  In August 2007 he came third in his first Open EFA comp. Being timed to go first in the ring, he 
successfully competed again 23 horses. In February 2008 he won an Open EFA Novice comp at Werribee with a score of 71%, again 
having to be judged first, and against 27 “big” horses. Also in February 2008 he was placed 2nd in the inaugural Barastoc 
Performance Pony, again showing his versatility. 

Sally had a time in hospital fairly recently and after returning to riding, Simon very carefully carried her until she regained her 
strength and not once did he take advantage of her, such is his sensitivity for reading a situation. He absolutely tries his hardest  – 
he has developed such an affinity with her that he doesn’t take his eyes off her when she is near him. 

We sincerely wish that they enjoy many more competitions together – and to Sally, our heartfelt thanks for giving Simon yet 
another string to his bow. He is one very special pony and truly living up to his name and as someone recently said: 

“Performance Pony par excellence – and beautiful with it”

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WINFIELD PONY STUD 
Breeders of Australian, Welsh, Shetlands, APSB Part-bred & APSB Riding Ponies 

Winfield Pony Stud was founded in 1976 with the purchase of the mare “Narada Treena”. Within the next five years, the stud 
accumulated a number of young mares and fillies, many with old bloodlines like, Owendale, Glenway, Narada, Glen Valley, Barolin 
and Robarie.  Thus we had a stud founded on third generation Australian bloodlines. 

By fluke our resident sire in the next few years “Owendale Elvis” was also a full brother to my favourite mare “Owendale Gala”, 
purchased from Owendale some years earlier.  They were by the famous “Green Valley Perry” out of the Royal Champion mare 
“Ardrossan Silver Dawn”. 

Over the next number of years the Paynter family came along and the stud also expanded into what is today a very large APSB stud 
with some 60 ponies at any one time. We have shown extensively over the years and have had some wonderful success at Royals, 
both led & ridden. 

Today we stand several stallions, the most prominent being the Australian pony “Nampara Royalty”.  By the legendary “Keston 
Royal Occasion” (imp/dec) out of the outstanding mare “Glenway Karen”, he carries some of the most sought after modern blood of 
today.  Many of his full brothers & sisters need no introduction, as they have been National Pony of the Year on several occasions.  A 
retiree of the stud is Roy’s full brother “Nampara Pasquinell” who was probably the most successful Australian Pony Gelding in 
Victoria.  Roy is now in his 19th year and has left us with some wonderful daughters for future broodmares, some well over 13hands. 

The stud has now ventured into breeding Riding Ponies, ASPB Riding Ponies & APSB Part-breds.  This allows us to produce saddle 
ponies & Galloways of all types. With Royalty’s oldest progeny taking out VASA Newcomer Galloway and Melbourne Champions, 
this move has been a very sensible one.  

Another resident stallion is the APSB Riding Pony “Fairlight Acres Beltona”.  He stands at approximately 13.2h and is grey.  He is by 
“Fairlight Acres Kristian” out of “Kirreway Blue Orchid”.  Blue Orchid’s mother is the famous mare “Keston Minetta (imp)” needing 
no introduction to any pedigree.  We now have some quality youngsters by “Peter” that are currently for sale. 

Winfield also stands a black Shetland stallion, who is well up to height and is producing quality foals. “Winfield Just Jeans” is by 
“Daniel Park Nightstalker” who is by the famous “Tinkara Bimbo” out of “Glendoman Jaqualyn”.  Jacki was our outstanding Shetland 
mare who has several Melbourne Royal Show wins to her credit. She carried the Paynter children successfully for many years. 

To add to the long list of stallions and colts at “Winfield” we have produced a home bred colt who is destined to add that touch of 
cream all breeders hope to achieve.  

“Winfield Grand Opening” is a bay five year old Riding Pony and APSB Riding Pony stallion.  He measures 13.1h and is by the now 
deceased legend “Kirreway Ambition”.  This outstanding stallion unfortunately died at a very young age, just as his progeny were 
winning.  Michael’s dam is “Winfield Royal Gift” by the legendary “Keston Royal Occasion” whose dam was my special mare 
“Owendale Gala”(dec).  So as you can see our line breeding program is paying off. 

Amongst his other successes, Michael took out Reserve Champion Riding Pony colt at the 2005 Melbourne Royal Summer Show.  
This was indeed a tremendous thrill for our stud and certainly made me very proud to own such a beautiful animal.  Winfield Stud is 
very excited about the pending arrival of Michael’s first progeny this season.

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APSB Member Survey 2008 
 

Listed below is a summary of the information received from 80 respondents to the survey included in the March Newsletter. 
 

• Most of the respondents breed more than one of the APSB breeds; 
• Very few of the respondents only own one pony 
• The average number of ponies per respondent is 11.4 
• If you breed the Dartmoor, Connemara, Fjord or Hackney, you are much more likely to specialize with this particular breed than have other 

breeds as well. 
• Of the 35 respondents that have Part-Bred Ponies, 30 of the respondents actually breed them and 27 compete. 
• Of the 25 respondents that have APSB Riding Ponies, 18 of the respondents actually bred them and 20 compete.  Of the 25 respondents that 

have APSB Riding Ponies, all were also members of the Riding Pony Stud Book Society. 
• Of the 38 respondents that have Shetland ponies, 18 of the respondents solely breed Shetlands, the rest have other APSB breeds as well.

Comments from the Survey  
• More Dressage Competitions 
• Think it does very well, everyone very friendly.  Have enjoyed attending events as a spectacle 
• Not enough APSB Riding Pony events at Ag Shows.  At Barastoc would prefer all breed classes on one day as it is very hard to compete in open 

saddle classes and do breed classes as well.  Makes it difficult with no timetable 
• Better classes at shows for Part Bred and Riding Ponies.  Eg split sexes and age as there is just one Championship to cover all classes even at 

Barastoc level - very hard on yearlings 
• More advertising eg Horse Deals with opportunities for studs to be included or block ads with ponies for sale 
• Should have promotional stands at all Farm/Field Day events throughout Victoria with participating studs having the right to display their 

animals.  I have been doing this at Ladner Park for 3 years and it has been a great success.  4 days only costs $800 - if split between studs it 
would be quite inexpensive per stud. 

• Events closer to Robinvale 
• Maybe a Winter Woollies show.  The one in Geelong was good to attend 
• More APSB Part Bred and Riding Pony events 
• APSB Events to be more diversely spread across the state enabling more members to access these events.  The rising cost of fuel makes 

travelling long distances expensive 
• Pony dressage day in late spring, early autumn 
• Part bred colt-stallion registrations needs to be allowed. 
• Hackney classes at RMS Summer Royal.  Not enough harness classes at promotional group shows.  It is very difficult to qualify animals for 

Royals due to lack of classes available.  In my area, I would be one of the biggest supporters of classes but they are getting less and less. 
• Part bred register is open for too many breeds.  I guess Riding Ponies take over the classes but it not being judged with trueness to type at 

some shows.  Maybe need to be explained to competitors better 
• Look at the part breds and putting a height limit on them.  Catering more for children 
• Keep the web site updated regularly with news and information.  Make it interesting with pictures and articles 
• Work to improve the selection process for judges at stud show, thereby improving quality and standard 
• More classes at Stud Show and Foal Show.  Bigger judges panel list and more opportunities to advertise in promotional group diaries etc. 
• Allow part bred stallion/colt registrations 
• More competitions around Melbourne or Geelong area.  Show hunter classes for part APSB 
• Lot of Ag shows in this region hold APSB classes but are not sure how to list the classes eg APSB/APSB Part bred/APSB Riding ponies and they 

include all breeds together.  Perhaps a printed set of guidelines could be sent to all ag shows to further promote the breeds 
• More junior activities, info sessions and seminars.  Keep the kids involved and your society will stay strong.  It is good that the APSB promotes 

different events at different venues across the state.  It gives everyone at least something closer to home and not always at the one venue. 
• Concerned after seeing good committee members voted off for another person and the new person only lasts a year 
• Gear / Equipment sales second hand and member deals from new suppliers.  Where APSB sales are to be held and where ponies are offered 

in regular open horse sales 
• I would like to see a better publication of the APSB Journal, more like the green books that were printed back in 1988.  No problem with the 

content, just the presentation needs to be up lifted to become a better marketing tool for the APSB.  The APSB expects the promotional 
groups to do all the promotion therefore I believe funding would be appropriate for the groups to succeed in their endeavours of promotion.  
I do not believe the APSB should be pushing for a Welsh Promotional Group - if people are not interested as there is already a WPCS that do 
an excellent job in promoting the Welsh pony.  The APSB Society should look at doing a better job with what they have already. 

• I am already committed to several Group events. 
• Breeding/Showing/Judges Seminar in Central Vic 
• Renewal of memberships wasn't received 
• Opportunities in the Western District for Connemara or Mountain and Moorland classes 
• More of a practical nature in seminars.  Presentation, etiquette, preparation.  Judges to comment on what they are looking for 
• Part bred and RP classes too hard for juniors, need to separate championships then maybe more would compete. 
• Living so far in Western Victoria makes it difficult to be involved in a practical manner 
• Instruction days bring members together in a non-competitive environment, allowing young ponies to be socialised.  Car boot sales could be 

also set up on these days providing members to buy or sell products 
The comments above have been taken directly from each member’s survey in their words. 
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GUIDELINES FOR JUDGES 
 

The APSB Victorian Committee may from time to time and at any time prepare a list of judges and invite such persons to this Panel 
as it sees fit, to adjudicate events of all levels at events where the objects, intents and interests of the Society are promoted and 
encouraged.  All persons who accept the invitation to be included on the Panel agree, as a condition of taking up their appointment, 
to be bound by these Rules. 

The Committee may from time to time and at any time: 
• Invite a person to join the Panel: and 
• Remove a person from the Panel 

Grounds for removal of any person from the Panel shall include, but not be limited by, the following 
a) under suspension from the Society, or denial of any privilege thereof, the individual will be removed automatically from the 

Panel. 
b) Failure to comply with the Society’s Rules and Regulations 
c) Failure to comply with these Rules 
d) Conduct themselves in a manner that is in any respect not in the best interests of the Society. 

Removal under the preceding paragraphs shall be absolute, with no provision for automatic reinstatement. 

The Panel of Judges shall be reviewed annually (date to de decided by the Committee) or other such date as the Committee may 
from time to time decide. 

A member shall cease to be a Judge if the appointment is not renewed at the annual review, or if the appointment is terminated as 
above. 

A updated Panel of Judges shall be published by the Committee annually. 

Any Judge who shall fail in the observance of these Rules or whose conduct in any respect, shall be, in the opinion of the Committee, 
derogatory to the character, or prejudicial to the interests of the Society may be removed from the Panel of Judges at any time, by 
the Committee. 

The Committee reserves the right to amend, add to or subtract from these Rules, provided that no such amendment, addition or 
subtraction from these Rules shall have a retrograde effect, nor shall be effective until published for the benefit of all members of 
the Society and members of the Panel of Judges. 

For the purpose of these rules, “Immediate Family”, shall include the following: husband, wife, parent, step-parents, child, in laws of 
the same relation as stated above, grandparents, defacto relations, brother and sister, business partners, employers and employees. 

1. No one may show before a Judge if they are a member of that “immediate family”. 
2. No pony may be shown before a Judge if it has been owned or leased within the last six months, by said Judge. 
3. No pony may be shown before a Judge if he or his “immediate family” has bred and sold the pony within the previous six 

months. 
4. No pony may be shown before a Judge, which has been trained by that Judge within a period of six months prior to the Show. 
5. No person may show before a Judge who has provided accommodation for that Judge immediately prior to or for the duration 

of the Show. 
6. No exhibitor or their immediate family shall approach a Judge with regard to a decision, unless he first obtains permission form 

the Show Secretary or ring steward who may arrange an appointment with the Judge at a proper place and time. A member of 
the Society shall remain in attendance during this meeting. The Judge may refuse such a request. 

7. Once a class has been judged, it shall not be re-judged. The Judge’s decision shall be considered final. 
8. Judges may not refer to the Show catalogue, either prior to judging or during their own classes. 
9. A Judge may not contact, or discuss the ponies with exhibitors, owners, handlers, or any of their associates, prior to or during 

the Show. 
10. A Judge shall not be an exhibitor in any section in which they are officiating. 
11. Judges will exercise discretion in accepting invitations to judge the same type of class, in the same area, in any one year. 
12. When a Judge is unable to fulfil a judging commitment, he shall notify the appropriate show official as soon as possible. 
13. A Judge shall not send a substitute Judge without permission of the Show Society. 

Grounds for removal of an individual from the Society’s list of approved Judges shall include, but not be limited to the following: 

1) Under suspension from the APSB Society, the individual will be removed automatically from the list of approved Judges. 
2) Failure to comply with the Society Rules and Regulations. 
3) Removal under the two preceding paragraphs shall be absolute with no provision for automatic reinstatement. 

 

The success of these rules hinges on the fact that COMPETITORS MUST KNOW WHO IS JUDGING.  Competitors are directed to 
make an effort to discover who is judging their events.
