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WHAT ARE THE HORSE DISEASE LEVIES ALL ABOUT?

There is much disinformation being floated around at the moment about the proposed Bills to introduce a Horses Disease Levy and this creates
confusion for ordinary horse owners so we have asked Dr Barry Smyth, President of the Australian Horse Industry Council to give us some pointers
about the proposed levies. He said:

“There is nothing to fear from these Bills - they provide certainty of government assistance to deal with any emergency disease
incursion into the horse industry. Without them every horse owner is fully exposed to the vagaries of the politics of the day. When an
emergency disease strikes, you have to act immediately otherwise a response will be delayed, have less chance of success and be
much more expensive and disruptive than under an Emergency Animal Disease Response Agreement (EADRA).”

The proposed Bills provide for a mechanism for the horse industry to repay any debt incurred resulting from a response to an emergency disease
incursion. The background to this in a piece entitled "The Emergency Animal Disease Response Agreement (EADRA) - a reminder of what it's all about"
that is on the Australian Horse Industry Council’'s web site www.horsecouncil.org.au. If the Bills are passed, then there will need to be further industry
consultation about the Regulations that provide the mechanisms for this to work in practice.

The levy is set at zero - no money is paid for disease control purposes until after an emergency response has been completed. So in that regard there
will be nothing different from what has taken place over the past 200 years or so since horses were first imported into Australia from South Africa with
the First Fleet. If there is no emergency disease response, then there will be no disease levy ever imposed. A levy can be imposed only after an
emergency response has finished, all audit trails completed, and negotiation with industry about how much a levy might be. An indication of how much a
levy might be can be gained only when the costs of a response are known. You cannot predict what disease might be under consideration. If quarantine
works as it should, then there will be no introduction of emergency diseases. On the other hand, it is impossible to control inter-continental movements
of birds, bats, flying foxes and insects which might carry diseases into Australia from overseas. Hendra virus clearly demonstrates that an emergency
disease can spring up from nowhere even within Australia.

There is no open cheque book here and every step of the way is monitored and audited. If the response is not being successful in eradicating a disease
then a complete reassessment of plans is undertaken. The first financial hurdle is 1% of the Gross Value of Production of the industry. For the horse
industry this is (with current knowledge) about $36 million. More money is spent only if there is a clear indication that the eradication program is
achieving its aims. The feedback from industry is that they want a levy that is uniform and broad based so that as many people as possible contribute
and each person pays as little as possible. The non-racing part of the horse industry is about 4 times larger (by horse numbers) than the racing sector.
The commercial value of economic activity in the racing sector can be estimated because they have fairly accurate data. Similar data from the non-
racing sector is difficult to generate because there are no accurate numbers available, though some parts do have reasonably good data. Most people in
the racing industry are there as part of a hobby or recreational pursuit, just as happens in the rest of the horse industry. It is well established that 95% of
race horses lose money for their owners, about 2 - 3% break even, and 1 -2% show a profit at the end of racing careers. So it is far from a profitable
proposition for owners of those horses.

It is important also to acknowledge that disease agents do not discriminate their victims on any basis - any horse will do!! And the costs of an eradication
program are the same for every horse — there is no differentiation between horses in costs of laboratory tests, examination of horses, costs of vaccine (if
one is available) and so on.

WILL ONGOING VACCINATION PROTECT OUR INDUSTRY?

The horse industry and government will convene in Sydney later this month to discuss how best to manage the risk of a possible future Equine Influenza
outbreak occurring in Australia.

The Australian Horse Industry Council’s (AHIC) top priority to ensure that appropriate steps are taken to reduce the risk of another El outbreak. The
industry suffered enormous loss and disruption in 2007. AHIC is committed to ensuring that the very best risk management framework is adopted to
prevent such a crisis occurring in future.

While opinions differ on how best to manage future risk, AHIC does not support ongoing vaccination against El for certain sectors of the horse industry.
To continue to vaccinate against El, when it currently does not exist in Australia, can compromise future efforts to eradicate the disease, should it enter
Australia.

Vaccinating against El does not necessarily prevent horses becoming ill with the disease. It does not prevent horses from having to be withdrawn from
competition. It will not prevent vaccinated horses passing on the disease to non-vaccinated horses.

It is AHIC's view that the first line of defence in preventing another El outbreak is to build and maintain a robust and effective quarantine service.

El is an exotic disease. It does not currently exist in Australia. The most effective and practical approach to protect our industry is to prevent El from
entering Australia in the first place.

The Australian Government has taken positive steps to improve our quarantine service since the last El outbreak. This has been the single most
important step in protecting our industry against a future emergency disease outbreak.

To have certain horses vaccinated against El can impact on the effectiveness of surveillance and identification of infected horses. These are essential
steps in ensuring that we can eradicate El. Further, vaccination without active surveillance, may promote an endemic state of this disease in Australia,
as vaccinated horses may provide a channel for the transmission of El.

Ongoing vaccination of horses in Australia at this time will do nothing to assist with future eradication efforts, should another outbreak occur. The
vaccination model is only appropriate in countries where El is endemic. The model is not appropriate in Australia where El does not exist.

It is ill-conceived that ongoing vaccination will provide an effective risk management strategy for industry. It is not a sensible option — as it will not
achieve the objectives that its proponents say it will — which is to ensure business continuity for those vaccinated sectors of the horse industry. Ongoing
vaccination will not guarantee this.

Rather, ongoing vaccination against El may compromise Australia’s current El free status. Our freedom from EI brings huge benefits to industry. Costs
of managing the disease are virtually eliminated and we do not endure the disruptions and complications that result from living with El.

Vaccination of particular sectors of the horse industry will have ramifications for other sectors and will also have a significant impact on the overall policy
of disease management.

The AHIC approach is to support AQIS in its efforts to achieve the very best quarantine service so that Australia remains free of El and continues to
enjoy the benefits of its ‘El free’ status”.
