GENERAL REGULATIONS AND RULES OF THE EVENT 
 

General Regulations and Rules and their interpretation 
These Regulations and General Rules are to be read with any special regulations and rules of the Society and also refer to any other 
 regulations of any other Society or organisation that the Society may be affiliated with. 
 
These Regulations and General Rules will bind everyone who participates in any event or enters any Exhibit with the Society or who 
enters upon the showground or who otherwise deals with the Society for any purpose. 
 
The Society may make special regulations in relation to various sections of the event or in relation to any event conducted or pro-
moted by the  Society. Special Regulations complement but otherwise operate subject to the General Rules and Regulations and 
Conditions of Entry. 
 
Conditions of Entry and General Rules and Regulations of the Event : 
 

In accordance with Society insurance requirements any rider who is not a current (as at the date of the entry and of the Event) 
financial member of the ASSPS Inc. or Equestrian Australia is required to pay $50 per rider for insurance cover. Rider is required 
to provide proof of membership (ie: for Equestrian Australia). Membership number to be listed on entry form & a copy to be     
included) 
Each and every rider competing at this event MUST sign an insurance disclaimer. If a signed disclaimer is not received by the 
Event Secretary then the rider will not be allowed to compete at the Event. In the case of riders under the age of 18 years, the 
parent or guardian must sign the insurance disclaimer. 
Each and every rider competing at a Society Event must wear an approved standard helmets at  all times whilst mounted. NO 
HELMET/NO RIDE. Helmets will be spot checked by the Event Secretary or his or her nominated officer.  
Helmets must comply with the following standards - AS/NZS 3838 (1998) Current Aust. & New Zealand Standard EN 1384 
(current European Standard) - ASTN F1163 (Current USA Standard)  
Each and every exhibitor, judge, strapper, handler acknowledges and is bound by the ASSPS Inc. Constitution, its General Rules 
and Regulations, Conditions of Entry, Special Regulations and By-Laws as well as all EA Rules and Guidelines under which this 
Event is run.  
Any Risk Management Policy of the Society has effect as if it is part of these General Rules.     
Any rider that falls from their mount during any class at the event will NOT be allowed to remount for that class and will be dis-
qualified from competing in that class. The rider may compete in following classes at the event on their own cognizance following 
the completion of an Incident Analysis Report by the Event Secretary and/or Safety Officer and/or the nominated representative of 
the Society. Any rider that falls from their mount at any other time at the event will be allowed to compete on their own cognizance 
following the completion of an Incident Analysis Report by the Event Secretary and/or Safety Officer or the nominated representa-
tive of the Society. 
The Society shall not be responsible or liable in any case of error, misstatement or mis-description appearing in any section of the 
programme or in any form of application for entry or in any advertisement or notification, whether posted, displayed or published. 
It will however, be the duty of the Event Secretary and Committee of Management to ensure that all proper care has been taken 
to avoid any such error, mis-description or misstatement. 
An appeal against the decision of the judges will not be entertained unless a  protest is made to the stewards in charge of the ring 
within 15 minutes after the decision of the judge, and a deposit of $20 lodged with the Event Secretary, which will be forfeited if 
the Committee consider it frivolous. 
Exhibitors are subject to all ASSPS provisions of the Constitution and By-Laws including EA Showing Rules & guidelines where 
applicable. 
Entry form MUST be signed to acknowledge acceptance of Entry rules & conditions 
If a Fire Ban applies on the day, no barbecues or open fires are to be lit in ANY area of the Venue. 
NO PARKING BETWEEN STABLES 
No prams are allowed on the showgrounds arena. 
Each stable occupied, MUST be cleaned out by the exhibitor before leaving the grounds. 
The Committee reserves the right to alter, delete or add to the program if the circumstances arise 
The Committee accepts no responsibility for missed or clashed classes 
In classes where age or height is a condition of entry, proof must be readily available upon request. A current RAS/EFA height 
certificate is acceptable proof of height for any class where height is a condition of entry. If no height certificate is available, the 
ASSPS Inc. Committee reserve the right to measure the horse/pony on the day. That measurement will be enforced for the dura-
tion of the event.  
A horse or pony is either open or show hunter, NOT BOTH.
